2.  Teacher Training Programmes

We need a serious study of the ways we recruit staff and
the ways we assess the need of human resources. A separate
cell is in the making. This would look into the actual need for
staffing and placing that staff properly.  Several new faculty
members have been recruited.   The college will continue to
organize appropriate training programmes in teaching
methodology and evaluation.  The professors will be assisted
to update their knowledge and funds can be created to support
staff development.

3.  Research

Research culture should be the hall mark of the institution.
Greater encouragement will be given by the management to
promote research.  Infrastructural facilities for the researchers
will be improved.  A cer tain amount of seed money can be
given to encourage research. If we are able to get 200% tax
exemption, then donations to research will increase and this
will lead to the enhancement of  research activities in the
College.

4. Realising the Loyola Master Plan

The Loyola Master Plan is being realized steadily. In building
itself for its future, Loyola has paid its attention to effective
management of human resources and financial management.
The Master Plan has clearly delineated different strategies for
quality education. Among them, developing capability of our
faculty to make them competent teachers will get special
attention in the coming months.

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It has taken forty  years for me to come back to
Loyola College and I now remember that  the last time
I was in Bertram Hall, I was sitting somewhere over
there writing an examination in Chemistry, sweating
because there were no fans at that time. Anyway!
That was the memory that came back to me as I came
here.

 If someone had told me that I would be back at
the college af ter 40 years at the College Day
celebration, I do not think I would have believed
them.  But I  must say that I am  pleased to be here
and actually  very proud of this college.

 I was a student here from 1969 to 1972 and like
all students you do not quite realize the role that the
college plays in your life.  I did my share of wild things.
I lived in the hostel.  Most of my time was spent in the
tea shop outside.  I wish I could tell you that I was
one of the very dedicated students but I was not.
But I did not do too badly.  So, you know when one
remembers the time in Loyola, I was trying to remember
what is the best thing about  the college.

When I entered college in 1969, one of the first
big events was the landing of man on the moon.  It
was declared a holiday so that we could all listen to
the radio when Neil Armstrong stepped on the moon.
And I think, we were probably the only college that
declared the day off, a holiday for this purpose.  It
was a very  nice thing that I remember, everyone was
so excited about these things happening.  The college
at that time was very focused on a few subjects.
Today of course it is a much bigger enterprise.  But
the one thing that was emphasized then  was the

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importance of research.  Not just in Chemistry where
there was  Fr. Yedanapalli,  not just in Mathematics
where there was Fr. Racine;  there were many
departments  where the faculty were well known for
doing research.  That directly and indirectly inspired a
lot of us.  I was just mentioning again to the Principal
and to the Rector that there were so many alumni of
Loyola College who had gone on to do research and
as a college this is one of the very few in the country
that has emphasized the importance of doing research
and especially when you are young.

The one thing  you have is, a lot of energy, the
second thing  you have is a lot of time and using both
time and energy very effectively is something that
Loyola College did.  I did a lot of things that changed
much of my life and I came from a boarding school
and then I was living in the hostel over here, so that
was a very formative  and very exciting time to be
here.  I tend not to speak too much.

I want to just acknowledge first of al l the
impor tance of these years in your l ives.  As
undergraduates, this is the first time you start  making
your own decisions and when you start making your
own decisions you take a little more control over what
you are going to do with the rest of your life.  I think
that an environment like Loyola which encourages you
to think, which encourages independence and
imagination.  It is an extremely important and valuable
thing.  You may not realise it now, but in years to come
you will realize that this is the time when you started
making crucial decisions for yourself which will have
to guide you through the rest of your life.

The second thing that I would like to communicate
is something that I learnt over here which is the
importance of research.  Regardless of which subject
you work in, it is important to contribute to the body
of knowledge. It is always easy to read a text book,
today with the internet,  you can google anything you
want.  You can always find information.  However it is
also our duty as people who are getting educated to
contribute to the body of knowledge in the world
and the only way in which you can do it is through
research and no subject, no field of enquiry can do
without it.   On our campus, the foundations of some
of the best mathematics in this country were laid.  On
our campus, complete new species of insects were
discovered in the Zoology department.  On our
campus over here, fundamental contributions to
catalysis were made in the chemistry laboratories.  All
these have changed the way in which our country
has benefitted.   It is clear that there is no subject
which cannot benefit from the energy and from the
interest of your minds.  So I would like to leave you
with just this thought that here is an environment which
is giving you everything and it is upto us now to
contribute back and contribute by the creation of
knowledge because that is finally the true wealth of
our country.  Loyola has been much more than I knew
it was to me.  I would like to acknowledge that by
being here of course today and to share with you my
pleasure  of being an alumnus of this wonderful
institution.

This  is the day you have been waiting for. This is the
day where you will decide which future course in life you
will take.  Fr. Principal said that out of  2000, almost every
single individual had decided which course to take in
life for the future.  He said that 47% had been chosen
for employment and almost an equal number had
decided to go for higher studies.  This is a very big
achievement; almost 100 % of the students have
decided which course to take in life.  This speaks of the
achievement of  this Institution.

A parent and her son came to see me after I had
arrived the hotel. I  asked he youngster, “Which class
are you studying?” and he said, ”I’m in the twelfth”.  I
asked him  what he would do after that ?  He said that
he would study at Loyola College.  This tells us that every
child in Chennai or in any other part of the country thinks
about this Institution.   Many students have been longing
to get admission here.  But a few are chosen. I
congratulate all those who  got admission and those
who have got their degrees.

Institution builds a person.  It is not the building and
the mortar that make
the Institution.  It is
the teachers and the
students that make
the Institution.  The
credit equally goes
to the teachers who
have been toiling
here molding and
shaping the lives of
the students.  I am
told that this
Institution is 87 years
old and in the next

decade, just after a decade, this will be completing a
century of service to humanity, to the people of not
only Tamilnadu but people from all over the country.

India, when we got Independence, we had our own
problems: the problem of  food scarcity. Food  was not
available to us. But today I am happy to say, that our
farmers have made it possible to produce whatever is
required by our population in the country. Our farmers
have made it possible for us to grow enough grains in
our country making it possible to give it to our population.

Today our Government has taken several bold
initiatives to provide education to every child in the
country. Our Directive Principles speak of providing
education to every child in our country.  I never dreamt
that one day it will be possible for us to pass a legislation
to make education compulsory.  Today every child has
to go to school otherwise the parents have to answer
for that.  Yes, it is easy for us to say, a parent is to send
their children to school.  But can the parents afford to
send the children to school.  The Government of India
has made it possible for the poor children to get free
education and to provide employment for those parents
who have no means of employment.  Hundred days of
guaranteed employment to each family: with that the
parents will be able to earn something like 15-20 thousand
rupees additionally per annum depending on the state.

It is our dream to provide shelter to every family but
before that we thought that we made food available
to all our people in this country and that is why we have
said we will provide wheat and rice to our entire
population who are below the poverty line and who are
middle class citizens of this country.  This enables parents
to send their children to school.  10-11 crore children
are  provided with mid day meals.  If you have a disease,

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price so that they can keep the disease at arms length.
Our country is progressing.  As the country progresses,
we also have to deal with poverty in our country.

Before independence, when Mahatma Gandhi was
asked “ Why you have to fight for independence, you
have such a wonderful Government, the British are ruling
you, you have all the protection that you need.  Security
is available to you; why do you have to fight for
independence?”  Mahatma Gandhi said, “To provide
Social Justice and Economic Freedom”.  Our people
are poor.  They should get economic freedom and there
is discrimination in the country.  We have to free our
people from the social stigma, and that has been our
fight all these years.  To give that strength to our poor
people who are suffering from social stigma by giving
them the tool.  What is the tool ?  It is the pen. The pen
in the hand of a student, in the hand of a youth
empowers him/her to stand on his/her own.  We are told
if a young person who is hungry comes to you, do not
give him/her a fish to eat, on the contrary teach him/
her to fish, so that he/she will be able to earn and stand
on his/her own.  When the UPA was started, hardly 7% of
the students were able to go to colleges.  Today I am
happy to say that we have reached upto 18½ % to
19% and by 2020, we will be able to send atleast 30%
of our youth to the Universities.   Ekalavya was a youth
who wanted to learn under Dronacharya. He did not
accept him as his student.  Ekalavya learnt on his own.
Today 70% of our youth really want to go to the
Universities and Colleges.  But they cannot afford nor
do we have the infrastructure for this kind of facility
required by the students.   We will have to open new
Universities.  We will have to provide technical education
for our youth.  There are ample opportunities not only in
our country, but in the whole world for employment.
Employability is the main thing required.

An incident takes place as you are going home.  You
have a chance to see the incident.  How many of us
ponder and take  a pen and write an article on that?

You are inspired by looking at somebody.  How many of
you will take your pen and write a song or a poem?
Many of you are asked to give a lecture.  How many of
you can come and stand on the dais and speak. I  had
a test in the V form. I was asked to speak on that
occasion.  My sisters were prompting me how to speak.
So when I went on the stage, I said ‘regretted sir’ instead
of ‘respected sir ’.  That was the beginning of getting
into oratory.  How many of us can do that ?

Are you willing to get to a discussion.  If you can get
into a discussion, do you have the material with you to
discuss?  You must have the knowledge.  Today you are
far better equipped than what we were equipped.  In
our days there were a lot of agitations going on in the
Universities and Colleges.   We were attending a college
function.  the chief guest looked at the students and
said, “ Students, do you know that when we were
studying in schools and colleges we never used to throw
stones at buses.  The students were all taken aback.
Then he said, “Do you know why ? Could you say why ?,
because during that period there were no buses so they
did not throw stones at buses.  In our time, we never
used television.  In our time, we never used computers.
And do you know why, we never had computers, we
never had television sets.  Today, each one has a
different gadget.  Today you have laptop,  a computer
on the table and a mobile.  What is happening? What
will happen today evening?  You don’t have to read the
newspaper tomorrow.  All that you have to do is to press
the button and the mobile will tell you what is happening.
How many people died, even before the newspapers
will reflect on that,  you will have the news with us.  A civil
engineering student came to me. I said,” Tell me the
height of  Kutab Minar.  He did not know the answer.  I
asked him, “Have you got a mobile?”  “Yes Sir”.  “Then
tell me the height of Kutab Minar”.  He took the mobile
and said “233 Mtrs”.

The knowledge is at the finger tips of all of you.  Keep
working.  The challenge before you is to acquire more
knowledge and if you have more knowledge, your ability
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to negotiate improves.  Within a year the students who
are studying in this Institution will call you in the Bengali
way “Dhadha” means Senior.   So before you are called
elderly dhadha, try to remain young, acquire more
knowledge and strengthen yourself to face the
challenges in life.  I’d like to recall the message given to
us by late Shri. Rajiv Gandhi.  who said, youth get ready
to enter into 21st century.  India by 2020 is going to be
one of the top most economies in the world, and if
India has to be a top economy in the world, your
contribution has to be there.  You have to make India
proud.  Equipping yourself with knowledge and it will make
India strong.  Today when one child in India goes for
higher education 100 children in China go for higher
education.  We have to take this challenge.  I am not
saying that we should challenge China.  But we have to

take India to the Himalayan heights.  India has to be a
strong nation.  India’s economy has to be strong and
that depends on your earning capacity.

  In the field of education, I am sorry to say that not
even one University is among the top 100 in the world.
Not one  University of ours.  And the reason being, they
say, we do not do enough of research.

 Life is like a long voyage.  Life is like a bubble on the
water.  Any moment it can burst and life will be over.  So
it is for you to make whatever time is available to you to
bring credit to your parents who have sent you to this
Institution for education.  You must thank the country for
giving you this education and we have to make our
country proud.

(Friday). The resource person was Dr. Robin. S. Seelan S.J., the new faculty member of Satya Nilayam and the topic was “Encountering Evil: The Seen
and beyond the Seen.”

Session 2: August 2012 – Stephen Martin: Second Philosophizing Session for the Academic Year was held on 18th September on theme of “Power-Shift in
Media: A Critical Inquiry”.
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Session 3: November 2012 – Chris Lowney: Third Philosophizing Session 13th November our students and staff was truly a blessing in disguise. With the help
of Rev. Dr. Emmanuel of LIBA, we had a long session Ignatian Insights and Corporate Management Principles by the author of Heroic Leadership, Dr. Chris
Lowney, USA. It was really an awesome participatory experience with an expert in Ignatian Pedagogy.

Session 4: March 2013 – E.P. Mathew: Fourth of the Philosophizing Session One Session Envisaged in the form of Memorial Lectures too, like what we did for
Sch. Loy Fernandes last academic year. Dr. E.P. Mathew will be working on a socially relevant theme of Castes at Cross-roads – Seeking Clarity: A Jesuit
Perspective.

QUALITATIVE EVOLUTION OF DISSERTATION (PROJECT WORK) WRITING
At the end of the fourth semester each student submits a dissertation of about 5000 words. The dissertation is written under the guidance of a professor

on any major philosophical theme offered in the first cycle. Philosophers and Philosophies Incorporated in Shaping the Dissertations: In tune with the
suggestion offered last academic year by the Teaching Staff, our second year students got ready with various themes for their Dissertations choosing only
some significant Philosophers and Philosophies. Fr. Paul Raj, after some home work, made the major topics suggested both by the students and the staff
available in a single sheet, thus helping the students to narrow down on their topic for dissertation. In order to integrate and deepen the subject of their choice,
the students are expected to expose the theme of their choice and their findings in two expositions before the class before submitting their dissertation. The
Second year students had their First Exposition to the whole class in November. During this exposition, the students explain to the class the philosophical and
contextual significance of the topics chosen, the proposed methodology in collecting the data and a list of standard bibliography for the same topic. In
continuation with the same effort after an initial exploration on the chosen theme, the students once again do their- Second Exposition in the beginning of
February. During this second exposition, students enumerated the- significant findings, difficulty met with during their search for relevant materials and the
ways and means through which they overcame were shared transparently. Such inbuilt mechanism of exposure of students to the larger class, along with the
presence of the professors has done immense good to the students in improving the seriousness of their search for knowledge. From this academic year, with
great care the Faculty has made the internal evaluation stricter and more accountable by introducing an evaluative component (the guide assessing the
performance of the student for 30 marks and another internal Assessor offering 20 marks out of the 50 marks allotted for the internal assessment). As part
of the Loyola Examination System, for greater objectivity, the dissertations are given to the external examiners for the rest of the 50 marks.

Inter-faculty/Inter-departmental Exposures and Seminars: For the last three academic years SHC-SN has been collaborating with faculties like
Arulkadal, Department of Christian Studies, Department of Philosophy- University of Madras, Departments of Philosophy – MCC and Vivekananda Colleges,
Asian Centre for Cross-cultural Studies, LIFE, Viscom, Social Work, IDCR of Loyola College etc by organizing joint-faculty Seminars and Workshops. Such
collaborative and strategic networking will definitely benefit both the staff and the student. This trend will really fulfill a part of the early dream of our fore-fathers
who discerned and shifted Sacred Heart College from the Kodi Hills to Thiruvanmiyur plains of Chennai region.

Endowment/Memorial Lectures through Satya Nilayam Research Institute (SNRI):
1. Professor William Sweet of St. Francis Xavier University, Antigonish, Canada, delivered the Aruppe Endowment Lecture on 3rd August on the theme

of “Freedom of Religion and Catholic Social Thought.” It was a survey of three ‘stages’ in Catholic Social Thought concerning freedom of religion – and a
proposal about how Catholics might approach freedom of religion today. While he was with us in the community he also delivered some special lectures as part
of History of Western Philosophy “Thomistic Philosophy Today - Relevance and Challenges.” On the day of his leaving for Canada, he had an Hour of Sitting
and Chatting with our Jesuit Staff on Challenges to Western Christianity: Doctrinal and Behavioral Implications.

The NIVH has revised the salary of three staff of MRCDS from the month of April 2013 by the efforts
taken by the Director of MRCDS and the College Management.

Dr.Arivanandham, Regional Director, NIVH has been visiting the resource centre every month to
motivate and accompany the differently abled students.

During this academic year, Centre provided free education and accommodation for all the UG I
year students and for II and III year students who did their schooling at St.Louis Institute for Deaf and
Blind from the sponsored amount of Rs.8,40,200 by Help the Blind Foundation. This year Help the
Blind Foundation have financially supported some of the PG and M.Phil students. The Centre with the
support of Help the Blind Foundation have managed the total expenses of most of the visually challenged
students staying in Loyola hostel. Around 90% of visually challenged students were financially supported
for most of their needs in the college and hostel. Most of the students have received scholarship from
Jaigopal Garodia Foundation. District Welfare Office for differently abled has given the scholarship
amount Rs.3000 per student for 48 differently abled students. Six deserving differently abled students
were received G.Balasubrahmanyan scholarship for differently abled, each student have got Rs.1650.
On the day of Feast of St.Ignatitus of Loyola all the first year visually challenged students were given
a device called Zebronic Reader by Loyola Rotract Club free of cost. We financially supported the students
based on their performances in examinations and socio economic status.

  RCDA is assisting the differently abled students of our College and other Colleges and also the
school children and employed persons in all their academic programmes like Computer Training
programs E-content generation, Braille Printout and so on throughout the academic year.  Basic
computer training classes were conducted for the first year visually challenged students.

Sri Sathya Sai Association, Chennai volunteered to be scribes for our  students for all the CIA
tests in this academic year 2012-2013. Around 500 scribes have their services.  For semester
examinations M.phil students of our college volunteered to be scribes. Dr.J.Amirtha Lenin, the Director,
RCDA was given the additional responsibility as the Additional Chief Superintendent of Examinations.

Officials from various organizations, NGOs, educational institutions have visited our resource
centre as an observatory visit. Students from Swizterland have visited the resource centre as a
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observation visit for their studies. They have interacted with the staff of the resource centre about
the technologies available and their functions, and also the activities and programs of the resource
centre on 18.07.12. Mr.B.Vishwanathan  and his team from Chennai Volunteers, a voluntary
organization have visited the resource centre in the first week of August 2012 and had a discussion
on assistive technologies available in MRCDS and its functions. On 22.10.12 the Deputy Director and
four Assistant Directors from Tamilnadu Social Welfare Board came to the resource centre for
observation visit. They interacted with the Director Dr.J.Amirtha Lenin, the assistant directors and
staff and students of MRCDS on the works done by the centre and the facilities available in the
resource centre. Mr.Abdul Rahim son of Mr.Jinnah, Indian Association for the Blind (IAB) has come to
the resource centre on 16.11.12 for observation visit. Dr.Sr.T.Nirmala, Principal, JA College,
Palayamkottai with her team has visited the resource centre on 22.11.12 for observation visit and
had discussion on assistive technologies available in MRCDS and its functions. On 21.09.12 Principal
and Professors of The Cochin College visited and interacted with Director Dr.J.Amirtha Lenin and
the staff of the Resource centre about the programs and functions of Resource Centre. On 13.12.12
Ms.R.Karishma from Karishma enterprises has come to the resource centre and had a meeting with
the Director and Staff of the resource centre on servicing the electronic devices purchased from
Karishma enterprises. B.Ed students from Loyola College of Education along with  Prof.R.M.Tamilselvan,
Faculty In-Charge for special education have come to resource centre along for observation visit in
the month of December 2012.

On 8th August 2012 Mr.D.K.Patel, Director, Help the Blind Foundation from Hong Kong, one of the
supporters of the visually challenged students along with his colleagues visited the College and had
an official meeting on their programs in collaboration with the resource centre.

On 16.08.12 Resource centre has arranged Free Angel reader distribution program. Mr.D.K.Patel
and his team members were the chief guests of the program. Rev.Fr.Principal and Rev.Fr.Secretary
has inaugurated and felicitated the entire program. Fifty angel readers were given to the centre by
the Help the Blind Foundation. The devices were given to most of the first year UG and PG students as
per the guidance of Help the Blind Foundation.

The resource centre was renovated with new flooring and curtains  for windows with the financial
support of the College Management in August 2012.

Students of our centre have participated actively in majority of competitions and won prize in the
western music competition in the College cultural festival Ovations’ 12.

On 25.09.12 the NAAC team as visited the resource centre and the NAAC team appreciated the
initiatives, progress and benefits of the RCDA and MRCDS, a unique program of its kind at Loyola.

On 8.10.12 the resource centre in collaboration with  Vice principal, Shift I and the Controller of
examination department of our college has organized a official meeting for the M.Phil students of our
College to seek their help for volunteering for scribe duty for the visually challenged students for the
first semester examination of the academic year 2012-2013. The resource centre was opened even
on study holidays for the visually challenged students to prepare for the examinations. Around 300
M.Phil students were volunteered as scribe, the College management has provided refreshments and
Rs.100 as a token of thanks for the M.Phil students per exam.

The resource centre besides the routine works begins the training class on basic computers for
the I year under graduation students to make them more proficient in computer, on all working days
we conducted the classes from 2.00 pm to 3.30 pm.

The resource centre has organized Computer Literacy program for visually impaired from 10.12.12
to 19.12.12. Totally three visually impaired persons and other three persons working for visually
impaired have undergone the training program. Among them two visually impaired persons were
from ORHAN, a non government organization at Vavuniya, SriLanka referred by NIVH, Chennai.

The resource centre celebrated the Christmas function along and the World Differently Abled day
on 20.12.12.

A remarkable event the music class for differently abled students was inaugurated on 19.01.13 by
Rev.Fr.Principal. The principal blessed and congratulated all the differently abled students and asked
the students to learn music with involvement. Rev.Fr. Secretary congratulated the students and
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shared his happiness by giving sweets to the students. The music instruments and the salary for the
music teacher were sponsored by Help the Blind Foundation.

On 20.02.13 the physical education department of the College has conducted Cricket match for the
differently abled students and volley ball tournament on 21.02.13 as a part of College sports day. Our
students were given coaching by the physical director of the College. Most of the differently abled
students were actively participated. On 26.02.13 the IQAC (Internal quality assurance cell) of the
college has organized open forum for the differently abled students. Most of the students were
participated and expressed their gratitude for the facilities available in MRCDS and also expressed
their needs.

On 09.03.13 fifteen of our centre students along with the staff and the Assistant Director
Prof.Anthony Alexander have attended the “Dedication of the Special Education Block” progam
organized by (NIVH) National Institute of Visually Handicapped. Mr.D.Nepoleon, Honorable Minister of
State, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment was the chief guest of the program.

a. Biodiversity: Insect collection and identification (Diversity of butterflies, bees, spiders and lepidopteran

(nocuidae) moths from Kodaikanal and Nilgiris are carried out to generate data for future use.

b. Biopesticides: New botanical pesticides using natural, essential and volatile oils from plants are fomulated
and tested against several agricultural and vector insect pests both in the laboratory and field. It is distributed
to the farmers. Women farmers are trained to prepare biopesticides.

c. Biological Control:  Beneficial insects which are useful as biocontrol agents are collected and  identified.

d. Molecular Biology: Using molecular techniques, variations in populations of both insects and plants are
identified and used in phylogenetic analysis. PCR, RFLP and RAPD techniques are routinely employed.

e. Microbiology: Bioactive molecules isolated from plants and microbes are screened for their antibacterial,
antiviral, antimycobacterial and antifungal activities. Many microorganisms from marine environment are
also screened for their enzyme production and other useful parameters.

f. Genetic Engineering: Genetic engineering of many cereals and pulses is being pursued with a view to
producing insect resistant crops. Fungal resistant crops are also raised.

g. Tissue Culture: Endangered plants are raised through tissue culture and rehabilitate.

h. Biochemistry: Studies related to treating diabetes, cancer, obesity and inflammation using plant compounds
are taken up. Various biochemical parameters are assessed.

i. Medicinal Chemistry: Medicinal plants are collected and active biochemical molecules are isolated and
their structures are elucidated.

j. Ethnobotany: Collection and documentation of information on traditionally used medicinal plants from tribal
people and herbal healers from different parts of Tamil Nadu are done. Herbarium is preserved in the institute
herbaria. Rare and endangered medicinal plants (nursery) are grown at our garden and are supplied to the
local and tribal healers with a view to conserving the flora.

k. Extension Programme: Training programmes are conducted for the benefit of the farmers on sustainable
agriculture and environmental protection. . Training on preparation of botanical pesticides and vermicopost
is provided to farmers and SHGs.
